


Multi-Activity
Our activity centre is set in 100 acres of fine Warwickshire countryside, offering two  
well-equipped meeting / reception buildings and purpose-built activity facilities.

Open seven days a week, all year round, for any size of group from one person to 400. 

We can offer a wide range of activities to fit in with your timeframe, budget and objectives. To 
give you an insight into how a typical mixed activity session could work here’s a typical itinerary 
for an event followed by a list of activities that can be incorporated into the format.

Guests arrive at Wedgnock Rifle Range, Warwick. Tea / coffee and bacon rolls (optional) are 
served and an initial briefing is given. Guests are divided into teams of between five and seven 
people.

Each team takes part in their chosen activities during the half or full day, spending 45-60 
minutes on each, before rotating onto the next. Scores are kept throughout to allow a winning 
team to be found at the end of the event. The victors are then presented with a bottle of 
champagne!

Clay Pigeon Shooting

CPSA-qualified instructors teach guests to shoot clay pigeons using 12g or 20g shotguns. You’ll 
shoot at (and hit!) driven, crossing, going away and rabbit clay targets.

4x4 Off Road Driving

Expert tuition on how to drive a fully equipped Land Rover over a challenging course 
incorporating inclines, descents, water splashes and lots of mud!

Quad Bikes

Ride 300 cc Quads around a challenging course with tight corners, banks and mud.

Reverse Steer Snooker

One of the funniest activities you’ll ever experience! Drive the car through a series of coloured 
gates to get the highest break. The problem is when the car is steered left it turns right - and if 
you throw a blindfold in and the result is hilarious!

Air Pistol & Rifle Shooting

State-of-the-art Smith & Wesson CO2 revolvers test the marksmanship of the team. Weirauch Air 
Rifles with telescopic sights are  used for longer range targets.! 

Grass Karts

Powerful 400cc off-road racing machines against the clock on a large dirt track.

Powerturn Driving

Bizarre two-seater vehicle is powered by two engines. Each driver controls one engine. 
Teamwork essential, laughter guaranteed!	

Archery

Experienced archery instructors coach guests to use recurve longbows through practice and 
scored competition. A traditional activity that allows all guests to become proficient.

Argocats

Six-wheeled amphibious vehicle that can literally go anywhere.

Segway Riding

Hi-tech, battery-powered off-road Segways steered by body position and controlled by clever 
electronics that balance these 2 wheeled machines at up to 12 mph!

Climbing Wall

Exciting high adrenaline action! How fast can you reach the top and ring the bell?! Our 10m wall 
has 3 different lines, with 4 coloured routes on each line, with green the easiest, and red the 
hardest!

Terex Digger Challenge

The challenge is to scoop 5 footballs from the top of cones and drop them into a bucket against 
the clock!

Fire Engine

Screech to a halt with the blue lights on, run the hoses out and put the house fire out - all against 
the clock! Gets the whole team involved.

Empire Crate Building Team Exercise

Build the tallest tower possible using milk crates while you’re standing on top! 

Crossbows

Shot at a distance of 20m, our crossbows are fitted with telescopic sights.

Missile Mission

Build and launch your own rocket several hundred feet up into the air. The challenge is to land as 
close to a target as possible. 	  

Team Building Exercises

We have a huge selection of exercises/challenges all requiring (and improving) teamwork. If 
required, our instructors can provide training in team work or leadership development. 

UXB (a popular exercise)

Large unexploded bomb must be defused before the timer reaches zero. The bomb must be 
recovered and defused. Nerves of steel essential!
